The Liberia Electricity Corporation (LEC)  is a public utility created in 1973 by the Government of the Republic of Liberia. This entity was developed through an act of Legislature with a mandate to produce and supply economic and reliable electric power to the entire nation, while at the same time maintaining the corporation financial viability.   Government of Liberia, West African power Pool (WAPP)  Signed an agreement for cross border electrification from 2 HV substations  San Pedro and Danane in Ivory Coast to 18 communities in Maryland, GrandGedeh and Nimba Counties (cross border project) . The communities in Nimba include, Logouato, Saclepea, Duoplay, Kanplay, Ganta, and Sanniquellie (Nimba Distribution Area)
The goal set forth by GOL/LEC is to bring about operational efficiency and reduction in losses in the Nimba Distribution Area and that Consumers in the NimbaDistribution  Area are provided  improved services in terms of quality, reliability and consistency in the supply of electricity.

In terms of the above,GOL/LEC invites interested parties to purchase RFP and to participate in the Bidding Process for selection of a Distribution Area Operator for distribution and retail supply of electricity in Logouato, Saclepea, Duoplay, Kanplay, Ganta, and Sanniquellie (Nimba Distribution Area) on a competitive basis.

Brief Description of Distribution Area and Distribution Network
Nimba Distribution Area is a component of the Cross Border Electrification project. This distribution Area consist of six communities; namely, Logouato, Saclepea, Duoplay, Kanplay, Ganta, and Sanniquellie.  The system  in Nimba Distribution Area consist of  subtransmission and low voltage network of 113km of 33kv submission line from Gbenta(Cote D’Ivoire) to Nimba County, Low voltage network and service connection to  the following communities in the Distribution Area: Logouato, Saclepea, Duoplay, Kanplay, Ganta and Sanniquellie.   

In an effort to improve operational efficiency of the distribution system  and quality of service to its customers in the Distribution Area, LEC seeks to bring management expertise through public-private partnership.  
The GOL/LEC now invites eligible Entities (“Distribution Area Operators”) under a Public-Private Partnership (PPP) arrangement to indicate their interest in providing these Services.
The objectives of appointing a Distribution Area Operator, inter alia, are: 

i. To minimize Aggregate Distribution and Commercial losses 

ii. To bring improvement in Metering, Billing and Revenue Collection 

iii. To minimize account of arrears 
iv. To enhance customer satisfaction level by improving quality of service 

The selection of the Distribution Area Operator shall be through a transparent bidding process and within the provisions of the Public Procurement and Concessions Act (PPCA) and other applicable laws.
