1. The Government of Liberia through the Forestry Development Authority (FDA) has received financing from the Forest Carbon Partnership Facility (FCPF) for the Readiness Preparation Activities, and it intends to apply part of the proceeds of this Grant to eligible payments under an individual consultant contract for the preparation of a Project Implementation Manual for the Liberia Forest Sector Project (LFSP). 
The proposed project would be implemented over a 5 year period and would comprise four main components:

Component 1. Strengthened Regulatory and Institutional Arrangements for Implementation of REDD+ (US$8 million)

Component 2. Strengthened Management of Targeted Forest Landscapes (US$24 million)

Component 3. Forest Monitoring Information System (US$2 million)

Component 4. Project Monitoring and Management ($3.5 million)
2. OBJECTIVE OF THE CONSULTANCY
The main objective of this consultancy is to provide professional technical services (“the Services”) to assist the GoL in developing Project Implementation Manual (PIM), which includes Project Implementation Plan (PIP), Financial Management Manual, and Procurement Manual and Plan, Monitoring and Evaluation and other manual that the preparation team is finalizing.
    Scope of Services
    The Consultant will be expected to:
a) Review the existing draft project documents, manuals and plans, and discuss with relevant personnel from GoL, GoN, and the World Bank preparation teams, implementing agencies and other stakeholders.
b) Provide advice and support to GoL with respect to developing Project Implementation Manual suitable for defining the overall project management system of REDD+ Project Coordination Unit in Forest Development Authority (FDA).

Outputs:

The Consultant shall provide the output of  Project Implementation Manual (PIM) during the course of the assignment and advice GoL on the completion/finalization of these documents by ensuring that they cover the following key areas:

a.
the detailed description of the project objectives and its components;

b.
the institutional and project management arrangements for the overall project and for each project component;

c.
project implementation plan and scheduling;

d.
funding arrangements and financial management (as well as a separate financial management handbook) – to be undertaken separately;

e.
procurement arrangements (as well as a separate project procurement manual);

f.
reporting arrangements, monitoring and evaluation, including the environmental impact monitoring plan; and 

g.
the following annexes including, but not limited to:

i.
the description of the detailed funding arrangements;

ii.
the financial management handbook; and

iii.
the project procurement manual and plan.
3. The Forestry Development Authority now invites eligible individual consultants to indicate their interest in providing the required services for the Readiness Preparation Activities. Interested Consultants should provide information demonstrating that they have the required qualification and experience to perform the Services along with an availability statement.  See qualification and experience criteria below:

A strong track record, with experience and demonstrated skills at international level in project design, preparation and management.  This should include substantial experience with the design and implementation of IDA funded projects.
4. GENERAL INFORMATION 
a. Duration and Schedule of Assignment: The Consultant shall provide the Services initially between February 9, 2016 and March 25, 2016, but may be required throughout the expected project approval, up to the end of March 2016.  The total number of days for this contract will be about 30.

b. Remuneration: The Consultant will be paid a competitive salary commensurate with his/her qualification and experience. 
5. The attention of interested Consultants is drawn to paragraph 1.9 of the World Bank’s Guidelines: Selection and Employment of Consultants [under IBRD Loans and IDA Credits & Grants] by World Bank Borrowers, January 2011 (“Consultant Guidelines”).

Due to the nature, size and duration of this assignment, an Individual Consultant will be selected using a merit base approach. Interested eligible consultants will be ranked based on their individual qualification and experience in similar assignments – and availability – and the first ranked individual consultant will be invited for contract negotiations after the World Bank’s no objection. Justification will be in accordance with paragraph 5.6, Selection of Individual Consultants, set out in the Consultant Guidelines.
